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1. State of the art of project activities of each partner. 

Mentino Preti, thanks all the partners for attending the meeting and asks everybody to briefly present both the state of the art of the activities carried out in the frame of the C Phase and the results achieved up to now.
Then, each partner presents and details the activities / results achieved, showing the slides prepared for the presentation foreseen for the Beachmed-e Conference of February 22nd. For each partner presentation of activities please refer to “Phase C Conference: presentation of ReSaMMè activities” published in the web site – News section.
2. Mediterranean Sea map 

In consideration of the future European Project phase and in order to better capitalize experiences and results of the former Programme period, Beachmed-e Secretariat asked ReSaMMé LP to create a Mediterranean Sea map identifying submarine sand depots found out during project researches and all possible constraints affecting those areas (parks, sites of EU interest, posedonia, oil pipelines, underground cables, hydrocarbons mining plants etc.). Up to now ARPA-IA received from most of the partners coordinates and shape files regarding the involved areas along with content description.
After having taken into consideration different ideas and remarks of all the partners, LP – ARPA suggests to realize a sort of “Sea use map”, basing on a previous research experience of ARPA. This map model points sand depots and different features of the area in a general way – using small coloured spots and not clearly identifying the whole area; this to avoid possible problems related to  Government property of identified depots. 
3. Guidelines 
Eleonora Martorelli presents the general framework, in which the output Guidelines has been conceived. Taking into consideration the experiences of the ReSaMMé partners, some aspects regarding methodological protocol for sand depots research proposed by University of Rome have been discussed. Regarding the suggested methodologies, it has been underlined the importance of:
1. carry out at least 3 geophysical campaign and 3 sampling campaign, researching more and more in detail more ad more narrow platform sectors, coming to the identification of the depots site through 3 prospecting and researching phases (cognitive phase, explorative phase, executive phase);
2. in geophysical campaigns, foresee the use of two seismic sources at the same time (for example: a sparker and a chirp), possibly using always the same instruments;
3. realize vibrocores with at least a four metres return into the sand depot of potential interest (also in the presence of not unimportant mud cover – such as 1-2 metres);
4.  increase multibeam surveys in all the prospecting phases;
5. plan side scan sonar surveys only for executive phase, unless particular situations will occur (such as difficult situation with sand and mud surfacing on the bed);

As for research procedures, the three main phases (cognitive phase, explorative phase, executive phase) have been discussed in detail. It has been agreed upon the necessity of carrying out all the three phases in case of researches in unknown areas – such as the Tuscan platform – about which no former data are available, while for those area presenting previous data (such as Adriatic platform and platform of Liguria) it could be possible skip over surveys connected to cognitive phase; in any case a  interpretation of available data with regard to mining aspects is binding. In the end, it was also underlined the importance of committing high specialized research institutes in analysis and data interpretation and for supervision in data capture, in order to guarantee highest competences and maximum exploitation of the acquired data.
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
